HELPING YOU
A person who is disabled by conditions unrelated to work or in an automobile accident may be entitled to the 
preservation of his/her job and to benefits for:

DISMEMBERMENT
Benefits, between $2,000 and $4,000 for amputation or partial amputation of limbs, or a total or partial 
loss of sight in one or both eyes.

DEATH
A maximum benefit of $4,000 prorated between the dependents of an insured person who dies due to a 
condition that may be compensated by Law.

DISABILITY
Weekly benefits from $12 to $55 for agricultural workers and up to $113 for non‑agricultural 
workers.
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
